Abstract: In Confucianism, there is an inevitability between “the great virtue” and “the fated” Moreover,
there is an inherent and inevitable relationship between “the great virtue” and happiness such as “position”
“interests” “reputation” “longevity” and other blessings. Everything expresses its destiny in reality through
virtue. Unlike “natural objects”, humans, as moral subjects, possess moral self-awareness and can use it to
recognize and realize destiny. It can be used as a way to recognize and fulfill one’s destiny. In this process,
humans and natural things achieve each other, and happiness is generated in the actual process of realizing one’s
destiny. Therefore, the happiness, ie. “position” “interests” “reputation” “longevity”, which has meaningful
blessings are contained in destiny and realized in morality. Because humans have a free will, which can
consciously become virtuous and also be used for personal gain, there may be contradictions between morality
and happiness in real society.

e From “Social Physics” to “Sociology of the Religion of Humanity”: On the Inner Tension of
Comte’s Positive Sociology ZHANG Qingxiong
Abstract: Positivism sociology is often criticized as a kind of social theory that only talks about prediction
and manipulation, but does not talk about morality and edification. However, the ideas of Comte, the pioneer of
positivism, showed complexity. He put forward the concept of “social physics” in the early stage and “sociology
instituting the religion of humanity” in the later stage. Are his earlier and later thoughts contradictory or
compatible? How to correctly handle the relationship between “morality”, “order” and “progress” ? What is the
historical significance of making a positive argument for “moral science” ? This is the main topic of this paper.

Abstract: Metaphysics is the core issue of philosophy. Kant’s criticism and reconstruction of metaphysics has
built a “workable” ideological bridge between ancient philosophy and modern philosophy, especially its thinking
on moral metaphysics has had a profound impact on the metaphysics of modern humanistic philosophy. With the
end of Kant’s dogmatic thinking of metaphysics as a kind of epistemology, metaphysics has turned to the thinking
of universal significance of human purposes and values that are not epistemology. This thinking is based on the
combination of negative and transcendental methods, and it no longer appeals to the systematic and demonstrative
understanding of scientific knowledge, but presents a new understanding and development that is not systematic,
